Once you have completed and submitted the
application, you will be given a confirmation number with conditional admission.

2. Picture 1.D. — You will need to submit a picture of yourselt with your picture 1.D. This will be submitted to registrar@rangercollege.edu.

3. Transcripts — We will need official transcripts from every college or university previously attended. If a student has not attended college prior to attending Ranger College, a high
school transcript or a copy of a GED is required.

4. Test Scores — TSIA scores (or other equivalent test scores) must be submitted. Applicable courses
are subject to TSIA requirements. These are usually found on any Texas college or university
transcript.
